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According to figures made public by the Quebec Observatory on Culture, more Quebecers bought music on the internet in 2100 but not enough did so to compensate for the slide in album sales and in the end year-to-year sales dropped by 6% La Presse, Janvier 12, 2011). 
According to the Observatory, in 2009, 48 % of the music purchased in Quebec was generated by Quebec artists. For the first eight months of 2010 the comparable figure was 41% .The cause for the decline is less certain and a detailed report by the Observartory will be available in 2010. 
When it comes to music, which artists have got the ear of Quebec youth these days? A survey on the cultural consumption habits of the population conducted by the firm Leger Marketing for the Association for Canadian Studies (some 1000 Quebecers were surveyed via web panel in the last week of January 2011 with a margin of error of 2.9 percent 19 times out of 20 for an equivalent telephone survey) suggests that Quebec francophone youth are far more likely to listen to Lady Gaga, Katy Perry and Rhianna than they are to Marie Mai or Ariane Moffatt.  That is especially the case for Quebec’s francophone youth. In effect, while Quebec francophones are evenly divided over the degree to which they listen to more English than French music, there is a powerful generation gap amongst the majority around its consumption habits. As revealed in the Table 2 some 75% of Quebec francophones between the age of 18 and 24 agree that they listen to more English than French music compared with less than 20% of francophones above the age of 65. Does the consumption of French language music rise with age or is this part of that will soon cover the entire age spectrum? Is the growing importance of such genres as rap and techno and the music video craze making it more a challenge to compete with the dominant English language artists?  It is premature to offer a conclusion.
